During this Bible Study course, we will learn about the New
Testament passages describing the culture of the time, the smaller ethno-religious groups that
developed near or alongside the Christian faith, and what we can learn from each other about
love of God and our neighbor.

Meet Our New Music Director - Judi Barnhart

You may be wondering who has been playing the piano for our services lately. Allow me to
introduce myself. My name is Judi Barnhart, and my love of music began in the high desert of
Eastern Oregon, in a tiny town called Burns. At age five, I couldn’t keep my hands off my
grandfather’s piano, so my mother arranged lessons with the high school choir director. I was
reading music before I could read words.
