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On May 26, 2026, Fr. Caleb was recognized as a Board Certified Chaplain (BCC) by the Spiritual

(SCA) is recognized as a certifying body by the US Department of Veterans Affairs. In addition
to the SCA, Fr. Caleb is also board certified with the World Spiritual Health Organization, an
affiliate of the Association of Theological Schools in the US and Canada. To be a board certified
Chaplain, a person must have completed at least four units (1,600 hours) of Clinical Pastoral
Education, a Master's of Divinity degree or equivalent, received endorsement by one's faith
group, demonstrated proficiency in the 29 Common Qualifications and Competencies by first
submitting extensive written work and then sitting before a Certification Committee, and
completed a determined number of additional clinical hours such as in a hospital setting.
